Recital

Recital tickets are available
through Ticketmaster. On recital
day, students are asked to arrive no
later than 30 minutes before the
show. Students should have their
hair up and be wearing some make-
up to avoid looking washed-out be-
cause of the lights. Younger stu-
dents can bring books and games to
keep them busy backstage. The
Concert Hall management has re-
quested that no food or beverages
be allowed in the back stage or
dressing room areas. This is also a
necessary precaution because of
severe food allergies, with the ex-
ception of water. Students in the first
half of the show may be picked up
backstage at intermission. Students
that are only dancing in the second
half of the show can watch the first
half from the top balcony with their
group under volunteer supervision.

Volunteers

Our volunteer sign-up sheets are
posted on the billboard in the lobby.
Parents have already signed up to
watch a group and we thank you for
your support. However, there are still
groups that do not have an adequate
number of volunteers to watch over
them. Every group must have an adult
volunteer to ensure that recitals run
smoothly. This is important to us be-
cause dressing rooms are located on
many different floors. If a group does
not have anyone supervising, it will not
be able to perform. The teachers are
far too busy going back and forth back-
stage and making sure groups are
lined up and ready to perform on
stage. If you could lend a hand, it
would be greatly appreciated.

Please verify that your son’s or
daughter’s group has the required
amount of volunteers to watch over
them. Parents are encouraged to vol-
unteer for a show in which their child

will not be performing if they would
prefer to watch their child perform
from the audience. On the same note,
parents who would prefer supervising
their child’s class can also watch them
perform from the backstage wings.
We are most appreciative of your sup-
port and thank all volunteers in ad-
vance.

Intensive Programs

We will be holding open auditions
for all of our intensive programs. We
have 4 different levels according to
age and we will be holding auditions
per different dance discipline (Ballet,
Jazz, Tap, Hip Hop). This program is
meant for students wanting to train
more extensively, and who are moti-
vated to undertake a more serious
study of dance. Ability, motivation and
technique are all taken into considera-
tion when deciding on the suitability of
a student for the program. Students
who are interested are invited to sign
up to audition for the appropriate age

level. Some programs require a mini-
mum of 4 classes per week. There is
no cost to audition. However, stu-
dents must sign up with one of the
teachers.
